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Planning  Context  

Mixed -Use Areas and 

Avenues:  
Á Balance between 

commercial -residential uses  

Á New buildings to frame 

streets, minimize shadow 

impacts, transition toward 

lower scale areas  

Á Walkable  and transit -

supportive  

Á Places where some growth 
expected to happen  



Planning  Context  

Employment Areas:  
Á Hothouses where we grow 

our enterprises and jobs  

 

Á Uses that detract from 

Employment Function not 

permitted  

 

Á Need to provide for 

compatibility between 

Employment Areas and 

Adjacent Neighbourhoods  

 



Mid -Rise  

Building Guidelines  
ÅMid -rise buildings heights are determined 

by the width of the adjacent street (Right -

of -way)  

ÅVarious performance standards to help 

mid -rise buildings transition to lower -scale 

scales and neighbourhoods  

ÅCharacter Areas have been identified to 

ensure compatibility with existing context
